We'll 
proceed to view the majestic Victor Emmanuel 
Monument, explore the Roman Forum, and discover 
several more remarkable sights that enrich the cultural 
tapestry of this extraordinary city. Please note that the 
entry to the Vatican Museums and Sistine Chapel may 

require standing in queue. The typical waiting time is approximately 1.5 hours, depending on the crowd 
size. This is pratically because of the Jubilee year in Italy. Incase of non availability for the entracne 
tickets, then your TM will notify you in advance and instead will take you to the Colosseum with the 
entrance.)
